General Teams Information

2011-2012
1. Elite, Diamond and Star 3 teams are required to take two hours of ballet and one leaps and turns class per week.

2. Star and Ruby teams are required to take one hour of ballet a week. Leaps and turns class and/or conditioning is strongly encouraged.

3. Past membership on a team does not necessarily guarantee you will make that style of team again. (ie. If you were on a lyrical team in the past, it does not mean you will definitely make a lyrical team for this season.)

4. All of the following will be taken into consideration when placing dancers on teams for the 2011-2012 year:                                                                         


** 2010-2011 attendance in ballet, classes, and leaps/turns

**Level of commitment and attitude


** Overall mastery of that style of dance

5. If you don’t make a certain style of team, technique classes will be offered in the fall and/or summer for you develop more skills in that specific style.

6. Being a member of a team is a commitment that requires you to be at class every week, unless you have a major conflict. If a conflict is unavoidable, you need to let your teacher know as soon as possible via e-mail or note. If you fail to notify your teacher prior to 4 pm on the day of your class, please call the studio to let us know.  (Excusable conflicts would be school concerts, school plays, funerals, weddings, family emergency, or you are contagiously sick)

7. Being a member of a team requires your attendance at all of the following:


** Your weekly teams class(es)

** Ballet and/or leaps and turns each week


** 2 regional competitions (plan to be there the whole weekend)


** A possibility of 4 recitals (plan to be there for all of the performances)


** Approximately two weeks of Nationals rehearsals and leaps and turns classes


** Out of town nationals competition (plan to be there for up to 5 days)


Failure to attend one of the above mentioned, without a justifiable reason, could result in the movement of a spot in the dance, a loss of a part in the dance or removal from the dance. If you do have a conflict with regionals dates, recital dates, or nationals you MUST let your teacher and director know at least two months in advance IN WRITING! All team placements are considered final after Dec 1st.  If the situation arises where you have to quit the team for injury or some other unavoidable circumstance after Dec 1st, there are no costume refunds and we may request to use of your costume in order to replace that dancer for spacing/choreography reasons.  You will permit us to borrow your costume for regionals, recitals, and nationals – and it will be returned to you cleaned and in good condition.  There are no refunds on costumes after Dec 1st.
8. Please remember that making a team is a reward that requires commitment, responsibility, respect and dedication to yourself, your teammates, your teachers and your studio. 

9.  Team members are required to wear all black, have their hair securely pulled back in a ponytail or a bun and they MUST have their knees covered. Failure to meet this dress code may result in being asked to leave class until they are correctly dressed.

· Teams make-up and glitter (approximately $40 total)

· Body tights ($20 per pair)

· All teams shoes (price varies dependent on type of shoe needed 

· Competition fees (vary from $30 - $45 per dancer per routine – nationals fees are higher)

· Dance Convention Tuition (varies from $60-100 per dancer) – one convention required per season

· Teams warm-up jacket ($55-65) is required – pants ($25) are optional

· Other fees may apply for extras.
